Involvement of a family member whenever possible after
obtaining patient's consent (especially in cases of domestic
violence, interpersonal conflict).
Patient interviewed privately (without the family member) to
obtain sensitive information
Diagnosis provided in a sensitive manner without stigmatising
labelling of a person such as 'attention seeking', 'hysterical'
psychotic etc.
Psychotropic medication and indirect ECTs prescribed judiciously
